Choose Your Own Adventure – Storyboard
Assignment: 
In partners or alone you must complete a Choose Your Own Adventure storyboard which consists of 4 layers. Must present and illustrate.
START = One scenario, detailed introduction, characters, setting with 2 choices

Layer 1 = 2 choices from the starting scenario (2 total). You must have 2 outcomes from the first choice, characters stay consistent with your choice and a new conflict/scenario is presented in each

Layer 2 = Each choice from layer 1 now has 2 choices (4 total). Must present new conflicts/obstacles and keep characters consistent with which ever layer is being played out

Layer 3 = Each choice from layer 2 now has 2 choices (8 total). Must present new conflicts/obstacles and start thinking about how characters’ dilemmas will be resolved

Layer 4 = Each choice from layer 3 now has 2 choices (16 total). Each must RESOLVE previous conflicts in a meaningful way. Be creative! Have fun with this.
